Meeting called to order at 3:35 pm.

A. Approval of Agenda and Previous Minutes
Agenda and Minutes of the Oct. 20th meeting were approved without modification.
B. Senate Reports
i. Treasurer – Daphne reported on behalf of David Buser that the treasury has a balance of $1,383.31. 

ii. President – Daphne reported that:
a. The State Academic Senate Area D meeting was held on Saturday Oct. 31st and was attended by State Academic Senate Executive Board members and Academic Senate presidents, executive board and Academic Senate members from the area. 

b. The plenary session of the State Academic Senate will be held Nov 12-14 in Ontario, CA.
c. A number of “hot topic” resolutions are under consideration and input from campus parties will be sought regarding: Library/TTIP funding, Transfer and Articulation, C-ID, Transfer Degrees, State and Legislative issues and the 50% Law, Matriculation and Early Assessment Program, Accelerated Learning, and Content Review.

Wheeler North alerted to the importance of looking into Resolutions 4.0, 4.01, & 4.02 due to legislative efforts to regulate degrees in ED Code, abolishing local requirements beyond CSU, IGETC, and GE.  
iii. Past President – Darrel informed that the District budget meeting will be held on Nov. 4th.
C. Special Reports
i. Associated Students (Student Advocacy Efforts). Franchesca Gade presented to the Senate the ASC advocacy approach for 2009-2010. She addressed the intent to research the impact of budget cuts, to organize and present human faces, to educate students, to develop an effective Advocate/Action Plan that includes: student rallies, letter writing, phone calls and emails, personal visits, a town hall meeting, media contact, and Op Ed campaigning. She sought faculty’s input regarding academic challenges and efforts to reach students for distribution of information about the advocacy efforts and events. Several options were discussed including flyers, class visits, and a captioned video message posted on the G-drive or YouTube.

She also distributed information for: "A Salute to Veteran's Day", Wednesday, Nov. 11, the "Fall Thanksgiving Celebration", Thursday, Nov. 19, and Father Joe’s Village Thanksgiving Day Run, Nov. 26.  
D. Committee Reports/Information
i. Basic Skills – Mark Manasse reported on the Instructional Assistant Program for English and ESOL classes with post-collegiate tutor Instructional Assistants (IA's) holding office hours to help students. He indicated that retention has gone up as a result.
ii. Environmental Stewardship – Laura Gonzalez updated the Senate on the status of the organic garden, interim location, funding by the Miramar Foundation & Wimmer, Yamada, and Caughey Architects, and need for identification of its permanent location. She announced the planned construction of raised beds on Nov 21st, the Campus Green Day (Wednesday, Nov. 4th) – which will include a Book Swap Drop-Off, a non-profit Eco-Fair, vendors, and a water tasting test event – and an upcoming BYOB (Water Bottle) Campaign to educate the campus community about PET plastic water bottle usage.
 
E. New Business
i. Resolutions – First Reading
i. Site Compliance Officer proposed by the Academic Senate Executive Board recommending the position to be held by a faculty member with 0.4 FTEF release time: 0.3 FTEF provided from schools’ instructional budget to be determined by VPI in consultation with the Academic Affairs Committee, and 0.1 FTEF funded by the College president.
Daphne presented the resolution. Kim Myers and Shawn Larry clarified that: a) quantification of case workload of Site Compliance Officers is in process, b) Miramar has had its share of cases over the past two years, and c) the Site Officer’s responsibilities extend into training and education during low case periods. 

Wheeler questioned funding the position from instructional funds. Daphne presented Miramar’s distribution of Instructional funds for potential impact on School’s FTEFs.
Daphne reminded the group that a second reading of the resolution will occur in two weeks and anyone is free to bring forward a friendly amendment or an alternate resolution.  President Hsieh reported that the CEC had approved her appointing a non-faculty member to the position of Site Compliance Officer until the process for hiring the permanent replacement can be completed.
ii. Water Bottle Resolution authored by Laura Gonzalez discouraging distribution of single use plastic water bottles, encouraging use of reusable bottles, and recommending adoption of water bottle refill stations as the District standard. A second reading of the resolution will take place at the next Senate meeting in two weeks.
