3. REPORTS

A. Interim Vice President – Pass/no Pass and Accreditation and SLO’s – 
Ms. Armstrong distributed “Title 3 Revisions: effective fall 09, reporting a student’s grade listed as credit/no credit will be changed to pass/no pass.

There will be some further clarification of Section 55063 – Minimum Requirements for the Associate Degree – “Each course counted toward the unit requirement of this subdivision must be completed with a grade of C or better or a “P” if the course is taken on a “pass-no pass basis”. See attached
The committee also received a copy of “Where Do Course SLO’s Live?” This article seeks to add some clarity to the dialogue between faulty members and what the state requires.  It was mention that since the 3 campuses have shared courses, they should also have shared SLO’s for these courses. See attached
B. Articulation – Mr. Short is on the Academic Standard Committee which is a sub-committee of Academic Affairs.  It deals with the evaluations of student’s petitions for campus wide requirements i.e. waiving History requirements or substituting one course for G.E. requirements.  The Governance Committee decided Academic Standard Committee should also be a sub-committee of the Curriculum Committee starting next year.  Mr. Short has been elected the Chair and he will periodically bring their reports to the Curriculum Committee

C. Committee Chair – Ms. Murphy wrote a description for CGC “Guidelines of Tech Review Curriculum Subcommittee,” Suggestions were made by the committee as to who and how many people should be on the committee, and what items the committee actually reviews.
